 Matters arising:   
 Notice board at the station (38/11) has been ordered, and will be erected by the 
 RBWM.  
 Spring programme assessment (39/11).  Many positive comments had been received 

on the varied programme of activities.  The Clerk has written up a report on this for 
consideration by the Recreation committee and to consider whether to repeat such a 
programme in future holidays.  

 Big Society coordinator (37/11) – We have formalised the appointment of Joiy Chan-
Meeson and she has accepted the post.  She has started her role as laid out in the 
May Newsletter.  

 The Calloo cardio fitness equipment (39/11) is being installed on 16th May, and 
funding application has been submitted to RBWM S106 fund manager.  

 
51/11 Finance 
 The financial report was received. 

The revised budget was received which reflected changes since the budget, items 
undertaken in the previous financial year, a higher figure brought forward from 
2010/11 and sums moved to the Christmas fund and tennis fund.  The anticipated 
general reserve at year end would be £40,393 so Council needs to give careful 
consideration to future plans.

   a.      Chairman’s report 

CG reported that we had received an offer from Ellen Brown to work for Sustainable 
Sunningdale and ASCENT on a voluntary basis.  Her CV showed a great number of 
skills which could be very valuable to this work. A number of ideas are proposed for 
Ellen to carry forward which would enhance Council’s reputation on Sustainability.   
Council approved the appointment of volunteer coordinator to work on SUSS. 
It was recognised that the Parish Council had gained a strong reputation for being pro 
active in this and on other subjects, like Big Society and that had helped attract 
people to help us with this work. 
Jon Read wished to record the long hours that Christine gives to the work of Council. 
Councillors concurred and thanked Christine for all her contributions to the work of 
Council particularly in this period of recruiting new Councillors and accomplishing the 
order for Bloom 
 

b.      Bloom.  The order had been submitted for 90 hanging baskets 
 
   c.      Village Hall 

There had been an exchange of correspondence on the outstanding issue.  RS 
reported that the second phase of the work to the building has been satisfactorily 
completed.  A request for a grant of £2000 had been made to the Parish Council for 
Phase 3 of the work to the garden. RS was asked to present the accounts according 
to Council policy and a paper on Phase 3 so that the grant request could be 
considered at the next meeting.
